MY ANCESTORS FROM IPPLEPEN TO LONDON

My “confirmed” roots stretch back to C.1710 Ipplepen.  A John and Mary Dashper  my 5th Great Grandparents.   An Edward was born to them in Ipplepen 1710.  No other children for John and Mary have been found as yet, I do believe that it is quite possible that this John and Mary may well have lived elsewhere or,  any other information on them may be down to too many gaps in the Ipplepen registers. Or just plain difficulty in reading them.

I also believe this John, the father of Edward may well be the son of Edward Dashper and Joan Jer from Ipplepen, but at present there is nothing yet, to prove this, only to say a John  was born to Edward/Joan in 1678 Ipplepen. With no other information.

If this were the case it could join up two lines of Dashpers quite nicely, the line that I am telling you about now,  and the Ipplepen line that Judith has just  talked about………Searches are always ongoing?

THE MOVE FROM IPPLEPEN TO COCKINGTON

Edward my 4th Great grandfather married a Mary Harris in 1736 Ipplepen, they had 4 known children one of whom was a Henry born 1747 Ipplepen.  Henry married a Sussana Bennett in Cockington  1773.  Henry and Sussana had 6 known children.  All it would appear were born in Cockington Devon.

IPPLEPEN COCKINGTON NEWFOUNDLAND

From the early 1600’s many hundreds of folk from mainly South Devon were involved with the Fishing/Trawling and Boating Industry from the shores of Devon to the shores of Canada around Newfoundland, it is quite possible that my 4th Great Grandfather Edward and Mary Harris his wife were involved, earning their living.

I have found many Harris entries, linked to this Industry I believe these to be Mary’s ancestors and Kin.  

COCKINGTON NEWFOUNDLAND

Henry Dashper  and Sussana Bennet his wife c.1773 Cockington are both mentioned in the Newmans Ledgers of Newfoundland along with many entries for an Edward Dashper. Around the 1780’s,   Alas the Newmans Ledgers do not give country of origin or place of residence for folk mentioned, but I think it is a pretty good assumption that these were the folk involved.  Henry Dashper’s job description in 1773 was described as “Sailor”

The “Newmans Ledgers” relate to Trading Ledgers.

Henry Dashper the son of Henry and Sussana was born Cockington c.1778 he is my 2nd Great Grand Uncle he married an Ann Chaffe in Newfoundland c.1800. The Chaffes it would appear were also quite heavily involved with the same Industry.  Henry and Ann had 5 known children, all bar 1 their eldest appear to have been born in Newfoundland between 1802-1812.

I am not sure of how long they stayed in Newfoundland but Henry has been found in a Trading Directory for Torquay as a Linen Draper. In 1832

A couple of years ago I came across a book titled A Who was Who of families Engaged in Fishing settlement of Newfoundland c.1660-1840…………….I believe Linda and Gloria came across the same book some time before me………it talks and describes of many occupations that were linked to South Devon and Newfoundland it mentions Dashper Chaffes Glynn Palkes Harris Hannafords Symonds and Sweets in varying degrees of occupation it also mentions the Dashpers involved, came from Stoke Gabriel Dartmouth Cockington Torquay and Paington, as this is a description of Dashpers between c.1660-1840 it could may well account for some of our Dashpers living in these areas…….and why they maybe moved there…. it’s a possible thought.

BACK TO TORQUAY

Henry’s brother John. my 2nd Great Grandfather born Cockington 1781.    I am unsure how much John was involved with Newfoundland, through lack of information, but on the 1841 Census for Tormohun Devon his job description reads “Sea Agent”.    He was also described in c.1820 as a Mariner.

John married a Mary Sweet in Tormohun Devon 1819 they had 3 known children all born around  Cockington/Torquay.

John Sweet their first-born died shortly after his birth

John Sweet the 2nd my  Great Grandfather born 1823. John was a carpenter by trade as was his brother William born 1825.

William remained in Torquay marrying a Mahala Bailey in Tormohun Devon 1848 they had 10 known children 9 of which were born around the Newton Abbot area of Devon,  their second born was born in London in the Fulham area. In1850. I have no information to say they lived in Fulham at any time.

Their connection with Fulham North London may well be through my Great grandfather John Sweet. The 2nd

AND THITHER TO LONDON

 Many hundreds of folk with differing trades and professions migrated to London from all over the Counrty.mainly for work and prosperity.  John Sweet was no exception, he married a Mary Ann Coote about 1846 place unknown, but his first born child was born in Newton Abbot 1847 his 2nd and 3rd children were born in the London Area from 1849.  Mary Ann died about 1851 he then married a Sarah Ann Wall at St.Pancras 1852 they had a multitude of children their last born being my grandfather Fred 1872.

Frederick Henry appears to have had a catalogue of jobs and trades from working on the railways to a stableman and a fitter’s mate, but of course being London jobs were plentiful, which still applies to this day.

Fred married a Kathleen Stevenson nee McCarthy in 1903 they had 2 children my father James and Florence my Aunt, both born in London. Not far from where I was born many years later.

EPILOGUE

Many of my line of Dashpers remained in the Devon area, but many of them migrated around the North London area, although William/Mahala seem to have remained in Devon many of their children moved to London.
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
